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From the Pastor believed “the whole Scripture” as “the only 
and sufficient rule of Christian faith and 
practice,” showing unity and truth.  
     We also struggle over how to use 
tradition. Our current societal view is that 
tradition is out dated. But John Wesley 
believed that experience of faith energized 
the heart and enabled the believer to speak 
and do the truth in love. Some social gospel 
Christians are trying to say that experience of 
this modern age has a greater authority than 
the faith tradition of the last 2,000 years 
within the church. They are trying to use their 
experience to call for a correction of the Bible 
and church tradition, which is not Wesleyan 
in understanding. For John Wesley, authority 
in faith comes from the view of the early 
Christian church, which is tradition and 
Christian experience. So, tradition and 
Christian experience carried a greater 
authority in making decisions than personal 
experience.  
     As I have said many times, the purpose of 
the law, tradition, and the example of Christ 
Jesus is to hold our lives up to these 
standards, to recognize our sins, to confess 
our sins and repent where we fail to measure 
up. The scripture is not meant to be used to 
judge or condemn others, but is meant to 

     Last month, I presented the information 
on The Commission on the Way Forward 
and the Council of Bishops’ first draft of their 
recommendation on how to move forward as 
a unified denomination as we deal with the 
issue of human sexuality and ministry with 
the LBGTQ  community. The issue has many 
facets.  
     Today, we struggle to agree on how to 
apply scripture to our lives of faith. Many try 
to scrap the Old Testament altogether. 
Others only want to accept the Gospels and 
ignore the writings of the Epistles. The 
question becomes, “Who is beyond the 
authority of scripture?” John Wesley believed 
in “sola Scriptura” – that is, in “Scripture 
alone” as the source of God’s direction 
containing all knowledge and wisdom for 
salvation and holiness. Jesus tells us in 
Matthew 5:17, “Do not think that I have come 
to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I have 
not come to abolish them but to fulfill them.” 
As followers of Christ by the guidance of 
John Wesley, we do not elevate one portion 
or sub-portion of the Bible as more 
authoritative than others. Rather, all parts 
intertwine and inform the other parts. Wesley 
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teach what God has revealed to us and 
show us the sins in our lives. Jesus told the 
woman caught in adultery that he didn’t 
condemn her to death, but he also told her 
to go and sin no more. We are all sinners, 
and we are to love one another as Christ 
loved us, but we are also not to ignore 
warning others of sin.  
     Jesus did speak about marriage. He told 
us that, “a man shall leave his father and 
mother, and be joined to his wife, and the 
two shall become one flesh.” This is from 
Genesis, which Jesus repeated and gave 
authority to, and it was repeated in the 
Epistle of Ephesians. So, I have included 
these passages below for you to read.    
     With this said, I will give you scriptural 
references on this issue, as requested, but I 
ask you to go back and read them in the 
context of surrounding scripture. May God 
through His Holy Spirit give light to your faith 
as you study these scriptures. If you want to 
discuss these scriptures, feel free to talk to, 
call or email me with your questions and 
comments.

Glenn Buskirk and Josh Orman prepared breakfast for twelve men at our April UMM Break-
fast.  Gary Huey, a guest speaker from Wabash Valley Teen Challenge—a young men’s sup-
port group, came to talk to us about the Men’s Division of this group. 
 

WVTC is a 12-15 month faith-based rehabilitation and discipleship program for men who are 
18 years of age and older.  Each day students participate in devotions, Bible classes, life 
skills classes, work duties, as well as attend weekly church services, TC chapels and prayer 
time.  Throughout their stay, students learn to deal with situations in life without turning to 
drugs as an escape. 
 

Statistics are very encouraging for those attending.  86% of graduates, after 7 years, were 
drug and crime free; 72% of grads continue their education after they complete the program; 
and 87% of the graduates did not need further drug treatment or meetings. 
 

Wabash Valley Teen Challenge is a non-profit organization that relies entirely on the gener-
ous donations, funding and volunteer efforts of individuals, church and organizations through-
out our communities.
